FACL is proud to present the following annual FACL Awards:

· FACL Lifetime Achievement Award

· FACL Lawyer of Distinction Award
· FACL Young Lawyer of the Year Award

FACL Lifetime Achievement Award
The FACL Lifetime Achievement Award recognizes an Asian-Canadian legal professional, who has practiced law for a minimum of 25 years, for significant and longstanding contributions made to the legal community and for positive contributions made to social justice and/or the Asian community.

To be eligible for the FACL Lifetime Achievement Award, nominees must meet the following criteria:   

· S/he self-identifies as of Asian descent (East Asian, Southeast Asian, or South Asian) 

· S/he is a member in good standing with the Law Society of Upper Canada, Le Barreau du Québec or the Law Society of British Columbia

· S/he has practiced law for a minimum of 25 years

· S/he has demonstrated significant and longstanding contributions to the legal community
· S/he has demonstrated positive contributions to social justice and/or to the Asian community
(Please note that the Selection Committee has the sole discretion not to award the FACL Lifetime Achievement Award in a particular year if it so deems appropriate.)
FACL Lawyer of Distinction Award
The FACL Lawyer of Distinction Award recognizes an Asian-Canadian legal professional, who has practiced law for a minimum of 10 years, for significant accomplishments in the law and for service to the legal profession, areas of social justice and/or the Asian community.

To be eligible for the FACL Lifetime Achievement Award, nominees must meet the following criteria:   

· S/he self-identifies as of Asian descent (East Asian, Southeast Asian, or South Asian) 

· S/he is a member in good standing with the Law Society of Upper Canada, Le Barreau du Québec or the Law Society of British Columbia

· S/he has practiced law for a minimum of 10 years

· S/he has demonstrated significant accomplishments in the law
· S/he has served the legal profession, areas of social justice and/or the Asian community
FACL Young Lawyer of the Year Award
The FACL Young Lawyer of the Year Award recognizes an Asian-Canadian legal professional, who has practiced law for no more than 10 years, for achievements which are beyond what is expected of him or her based on his or her experience.  Achievements may include exceptional contributions to one or more of the following areas:
	· the profession
· the Bar

· the practice of law
	· social justice

· the Asian community

· FACL


To be eligible for the FACL Lifetime Achievement Award, nominees must meet the following criteria:   

· S/he self-identifies as of Asian descent (East Asian, Southeast Asian, or South Asian) 

· S/he is a member in good standing with the Law Society of Upper Canada, Le Barreau du Québec or the Law Society of British Columbia

· S/he has practiced law for no more than 10 years

· S/he has achievements which are beyond what is expected of him or her based on his or her experience.  Achievements may include exceptional contribution to the profession, the Bar, the practice of law, social justice, the Asian community and/or FACL
FACL Social Justice Award
The FACL Social Justice Award recognizes a person, organization or company which has demonstrated achievements in at least one of the following areas:

	· Diversity

· Innovation

· Leadership

· Furthering the goals of FACL
	· Public service

· Professional Development

· Philanthropy

· Volunteerism


To be eligible for the FACL Social Justice Award, nominees must meet the following criteria:   

· He/She/It is a resident of the Province of Ontario, Quebec or British Columbia

· He/She/It has demonstrated achievements in at least one of the following areas:  diversity, innovation, leadership, furthering the goals of FACL, public service, professional development, philanthropy, and/or volunteerism
